Guest Speaker:  Neil Hygate - International – New Zealand a theme of tolerance & intolerance


Tolerance is in itself a value which individuals hold, to some degree or other.   The concept of tolerance of others is a value which many hold as part of a wider set of values. Neville Chamberlain made a name for himself on his return from the Munich conference in 1938 – with his famous peace for our time statement – a defacto statement of toleration of German expansionism, despite it being contrary to the policy of the government of the day. Interestingly, while the racial segregation of the Nazis against the Jews was known to Chamberlain, the boundary which Hitler crossed to cause Britain to decide Germany’s actions to be intolerable were those involving national sovereignty of Poland. In a similar example of toleration of what would otherwise be intolerable, the allies cooperated with Stalin’s regime despite it being the antithesis of the democratic principles of the allies. Ian Smith was once lauded by the west but his Rhodesian regime later became intolerable and subjected to sanctions, leading to its downfall.   The parallels with the subsequent leadership under Robert Mugabe are an interesting study of changes in what is and is not tolerated. Throughout the first half of the 20th century rugby tests between the All Blacks and Springboks were played against a backdrop of the results being considered a national concern. The implementation of the apartheid regime in South Africa altered the environment in which the sporting contests were held. But up until the 1970s the average New Zealander tolerated the South African government’s policy even though the concept was diametrically opposed to those same New Zealander’s values.  During the 1970’s certain fringe elements of New Zealand society began to question the toleration of the apartheid situation in South Africa and used the rugby tours as an opportunity to raise the issue by protesting. New Zealanders have, I think, learned much about themselves out of the 1981 Springbok tour.  Particularly, they have learned that the boundaries for what is tolerable are established by the values which the members of society collectively set and are prepared to uphold. Those lessons are perhaps behind why New Zealand is seen to make judgments which are at odds with those of other, apparently similar, countries.  Why it risked its international relationships with France over Muroroa, with the USA over nuclear armed ships. Why it was prepared to commit to the first gulf war but not the second while still being committed to solving the intolerable situation left by the Taliban in Afghanistan. As to how such a situation could have been avoided, I can only offer the observation that great men and women are known to be such by their deeds & most often when those deeds are guided by a clear commitment to the upholding of values.  


Tolerance, a fascinating concept which is so inexorably entwined with humanity – and that is perhaps why it will continually defy strict definition or measure.

This was the simple beginning of the world's first service club, the Rotary Club of Chicago. It was created because of Harris' wish to�capture in a professional club the same friendly spirit he had felt in the small towns of his youth. The Rotary name derived from the early�practice of rotating meetings among members' offices.�Rotarians continue to take pride in their history. In honor of that first club, Rotarians have preserved its original meeting place, Room�711 in Chicago's Unity Building, by re-creating the office as it existed in 1905. For several years, the Paul Harris 711 Club maintained�the room as a shrine for visiting Rotarians. In 1989, when the building was scheduled to be demolished, the club carefully dismantled the office�and salvaged the interior, including doors and radiators. In 1993, the RI Directors set aside a permanent home for the restored Room�711 at RI World Headquarters in the Chicago suburb of Evanston.�
